Approval of Minutes:  
Motion to approve: Cathy McCurdy, 2nd Dick McCurdy. All Ayes.  
Treasurer’s report:  Cathy McCurdy presented treasurer’s report for review and approval.  Reviewed new cover page and relative details.  Motion to approve:  George Barks, 2nd Merna Marshall. All Ayes.

Membership:  Moira advised that we are up to 61 paid memberships to include Individual, Family and Business.
Student Exchange:  George and Amparito visited Hermosa Valley for their Back to School night in September.  Additionally the information on the student exchange program was discussed with students on Flag Ceremony Day.  The first parent/student meeting was held, where 11 parent/families attended.  So far there have been two applications submitted, and 7 emails expressing interest.

October 19 will be the 2nd parent/student meeting at Hermosa Valley to be conducted in the Tech Lab classroom from 6pm to 7pm.  
Advertising is taking place to attract potential students to participate in the 2010 Student Exchange Program.  George met with the School Superintendant to identify possible avenues of getting the word out to students and parents.  Deborah will update the HBSCA website with pertinent information regarding the student exchange.

George has reserved 20 seats on Alaska Airlines for the 2010 trip.  Due to the increased cost of airfare, presently $524.65 per round trip ticket, discussions took place on how to provide some relief to make the airfare similar to last year’s cost and support the economic restrictions for 2010 that may affect the 2010 turnout.

MOTION: Merna; HBSCA to provide $100.00 per airline ticket for HB Students to defray the costs. 2nd, Dick McCurdy. All Ayes.
Relief Funds MBSCA:
The Manhattan Beach Sister City Association has been conducting a relief drive for its Sister City in Santa Rosalia who was hit by hurricane Jimena in Sept. 2009. In the spirit of supporting our fellow city’s efforts, there was a motion to have the HBSCA assist financially in the relief effort.  
MOTION:  George Barks motioned to donate $1,000.00 to the MBSCA on behalf of Santa Rosalia relief. 2nd Dick McCurdy.  All Ayes.

MISC.:  
Paramedic Program:  Scheduled to go to Loreto on November 5th.  
· MOTION:  Merna Marshall made a motion to approve up-to $1,500.00 for medical supplies in Loreto and for the Paramedics to come to the November 2nd meeting to advise the actual supplies needed. Note: two days after the meeting, Paul Hawkins sent an email letting HBSCA know that they are not asking for money for supplies.  “…we have a large amount of equipment that has been donated by the City’s principal vendor of EMS supplies and also, we want to send a message to Loreto that we can’t bring them drugs and other things that are available there.”
· Adult Trip:  The week of February 23 – 28th 2010.  There are 25 seats reserved with Hermosa Beach Travel.  There are approximately 14 people who have responded to reserve seats.  The payment is due for the tickets by October 15, 2009..
· Details regarding sleeping accommodations are as follows: Loreto Playa, Oasis, La Mission, Los Cabanas.
· Update: Joe Diaz plaque.  Don D. contacted the supplier and the faded pictures have been replaced.  The city will install them to the plaque as soon as their schedule permits.
· George advised that there is an opportunity to request funds from the US Mexico Sister City Association to support costs at the HBSCA.  George will make a request and identify if they are going to support the request.

· Scholarship applications were handed out to be distributed by George for HB Student Exchange Alumni that qualify.  

· George noted that the Redondo Beach Sister City Association will be conducting their annual Holiday Fiesta on Sunday December 6th at Ortega 120 restaurant.
