Motion by Cathy McCurdy, 2nd Merna Marshal to elect slate of officers as presented. Unanimously approved. 
Approval of Minutes:  Two corrections were agreed upon for the September minutes:  (1) to delete the phrase “by September 30” from “Members who have paid their dues by September 30 may vote for next year’s officers” and (2) to change the date by which full payment for student exchange airfare is due to December 3.


Motion by Cathy McCurdy to approve the minutes as corrected; Amparito Doolittle 2nd; all ayes.

Treasurer’s Report:  The major monetary activity to report was the $11,251.65 raised by the auction, as well as our $3357 share of the proceeds from the Beer Garden at Fiesta Hermosa.  The heroes of the paramedic training program purchased 3 airfares and supplies for their November trip to Loreto and still have $1000 left in their budget.

Motion by Dick McCurdy to approve the treasurer’s report; George Barks 2nd; all approved.
Report on Biannual Auction:  Merna did a magnificent job planning the auction, with the aid of her faithful committee and other helpers.  We especially appreciate the hard work of Amparito Doolittle and Anna Domaradzka overseeing the food during the event. 

Merna will be sending thank you notes to all donors.  Items left over from the auction will either be saved for the next Cinco de Mayo fundraiser or offered as prizes at our table at the pier reopening celebration November 13.
Plans for Grand Reopening of Upper Pier: HBSCA has accepted the Chamber of Commerce’s invitation to have an information table at the celebration Saturday, November 13, 10 a.m. to 5 p.m., of the Grand Reopening of Upper Pier Avenue.  A committee consisting of George Barks, Deborah DeMaderios, Amparito Doolittle, Anna Domaradzka will plan and run the table. They will send out an email calling for volunteers to sign up for shifts.  Most likely, the table will display a storyboard, brochures, membership applications, and jars for donations to the paramedic training and student exchange programs. The committee will have a banner made, bearing the name and logo of the Hermosa Beach Sister City Association.


Motion by Cathy McCurdy to spend no more than $150 for the banner; 2nd George Barks; all ayes.
Report on Student Exchange:  The second parent information meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, November 3, 6 p.m., in the Hermosa Valley School Technology Lab.  


On Monday, November 8, interviews with prospective student participants and their parents will take place in Community Center Room 9.  George asked for feedback by Thursday, November 4, on the list of questions he had drafted for the interviews.


Originally a student mixer had been scheduled for November 12 at the Kiwanis building, but we decided that at the moment there is no need.

To date, seven U.S. students have applied for the program.  Final selections, for the total of 15 spaces, are to be made by November 23. (The students will possibly be joined by Mackenzie Austen and accompanied by 2 chaperones and perhaps a couple of parents.) Participants will meet in the technology lab November 29 to have their documents notarized.  By November 30, their names must be submitted to the airline, and full payment for airfare is due December 3.  The trip to Loreto is scheduled for April 2 through 9.
